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Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing 
them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of 
the Holy Spirit.

For it is written: “Be holy, because I am holy.” 

Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality 
with God something to be grasped. 

Here is a trustworthy saying that deserves full acceptance: 
Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners -- of whom 
I am the worst.

And I will ask the Father, and He will give you another 
Counselor to be with you forever -- the Spirit of truth …

No one has ever seen God, but God the One and Only, 
who is at the Father’s side, has made Him known.

“The virgin will be with child and will give birth to a 
son, and they will call Him Immanuel” -- which means,

After that, we who are still alive and are left will be caught 
up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in 
the air. And so we will be with the Lord forever. Therefore 
encourage each other with these words.

Now there is in store for me the crown of righteousness, 
which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will award to me on 
that day -- and not only to me, but also to all who have 
longed for His appearing.

You have made known to me the path of life; you will 
fi ll me with joy in Your presence, with eternal pleasures 
at Your right hand. 

According to the Lord’s own word, we tell you that 
we who are still alive, who are left till the coming of 
the Lord, will certainly not precede those who have 
fallen asleep.

“Behold, I am coming soon! My reward is with Me, 
and I will give to everyone according to what He 
has done.”

How great is the love the Father has lavished on us, 
that we should be called children of God! And that is 
what we are! The reason the world does not know us is 
that it did not know Him. 

I know that my Redeemer lives, and that in the end He 
will stand upon the earth. And after my skin has been 
destroyed, yet in my fl esh I will see God; I myself will 
see Him with my own eyes -- I, and not another.
