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Since we have now been justifi ed by His blood, how much 
more shall we be saved from God’s wrath through Him!

Who gave Himself for us to redeem us from all wickedness 
and to purify for Himself a people that are His very own, 
eager to do what is good. 

God made Him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in 
Him we might become the righteousness of God.

Since the children have fl esh and blood, He too shared in 
their humanity so that by His death He might destroy him 
who holds the power of death -- that is, the devil.

I tell you the truth, whoever hears My word and 
believes Him who sent Me has eternal life and will not 
be condemned; he has crossed over from death to life.

And through Him to reconcile to Himself all things, 
whether things on earth or things in heaven, by making 
peace through His blood, shed on the cross.

Because by one sacrifi ce He has made perfect forever 
those who are being made holy.

He is the atoning sacrifi ce for our sins, and not only for 
ours but also for the sins of the whole world.

For we know that our old self was crucifi ed with Him so 
that the body of sin might be done away with, that we 
should no longer be slaves to sin.

But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far away 
have been brought near through the blood of Christ.

The blood of goats and bulls and the ashes of a heifer 
sprinkled on those who are ceremonially unclean 
sanctify them so that they are outwardly clean. How 
much more, then, will the blood of Christ, who through 
the eternal Spirit offered Himself unblemished to God, 
cleanse our consciences from acts that lead to death, so 
that we may serve the living God!

That God was reconciling the world to Himself in Christ, 
not counting men’s sins against them. And He has 
committed to us the message of reconciliation.
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Mark 16:15
Romans 15:20 Daniel 12:3
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He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the 
good news to all creation.”

The fruit of the righteous is a tree of life, and he who wins 
souls is wise.

How, then, can they call on the One they have not believed 
in? And how can they believe in the One of whom they 
have not heard? And how can they hear without someone 
preaching to them?

In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our weakness. 
We do not know what we ought to pray for, but the 
Spirit Himself intercedes for us with groans that words 
cannot express.

It has always been my ambition to preach the gospel 
where Christ was not known, so that I would not be 
building on someone else’s foundation.

For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who 
are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the 
power of God.

For the grace of God that brings salvation has appeared 
to all men. It teaches us to say “No” to ungodliness and 
worldly passions, and to live self-controlled, upright and 
godly lives in this present age, while we wait for the 
blessed hope -- the glorious appearing of our great God 
and Savior, Jesus Christ.

… Our Father in heaven, hallowed be Your name, Your 
kingdom come, Your will be done on earth as it is in 
heaven. Give us today our daily bread.

Those who are wise will shine like the brightness of the 
heavens, and those who lead many to righteousness, 
like the stars for ever and ever.

For, “everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will 
be saved.”

Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, 
by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your 
requests to God. And the peace of God, which transcends 
all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds 
in Christ Jesus.

Forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our 
debtors. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us 
from the evil one.

If you remain in Me and My words remain in you, ask 
whatever you wish, and it will be given you.

You may ask Me for anything in My name, and I will 
do it.

And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all 
in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the 
Father through Him.

Get rid of all bitterness, rage and anger, brawling and 
slander, along with every form of malice. Be kind and 
compassionate to one another, forgiving each other, just 
as in Christ God forgave you.

This is a trustworthy saying. And I want you to stress 
these things, so that those who have trusted in God 
may be careful to devote themselves to doing what 
is good. These things are excellent and profitable for 
everyone.

They keep watch over you as men who must give an 
account …

What does the Scripture say? “Abraham believed God, 
and it was credited to him as righteousness.”

Blessed are they whose transgressions are forgiven, 
whose sins are covered.

Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in the 
habit of doing, but let us encourage one another -- and 
all the more as you see the Day approaching. 

Do not withhold discipline from a child; if you punish 
him with the rod, he will not die. Punish him with the 
rod and save his soul from death.

Now when a man works, his wages are not credited 
to him as a gift, but as an obligation. However, to the 
man who does not work but trusts God who justifi es the 
wicked, his faith is credited as righteousness.

Blessed is the man whose sin the Lord will never count 
against him.
